That’s why in 2006, the Central Europe Cristal Awards have been created with the objective to introduce a new 
and ambitious creative advertising award for the Central and Eastern Europe countries.

The Film Cristal promotes creativity in advertising through the organization of a competition for TV ad which has 
appeared in the last 12 months.

Commercials produced and broadcasted in Central and Eastern countries for the fi rst time between 
1 December 2006 and 30 November 2007.

THE JURIES

A dual Jury rewards the best commercials of the year:
- Creative Jury: Agencies Directors, Creative Directors, Producers…
- Client Jury: General Managers, Marketing Managers and Advertising Managers.

They vote for the entries in the different categories as well as the Soundtrack Cristal.

To impartiality ends, the fi nal vote will be made in secret ballot.

The jury members can no vote for their own campaigns (agency and client). 
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Agencies, producers and clients can enter a fi lm in only one of the categories listed below and / or to 
the Soundtrack Cristal:

1. Food / Beverage
2. Automotive / Automotive Products / Cycle
3. Insurance / Banking / Financial Services
4. Services (other than Financial)
5. NGOs / Charities / Aid Organisation
6. Public Awareness Messages
7. Transport
8. Tourism / Leisure / Sport
9. Retail Stores
10. Media
11. Home (home appliance, furnishing, house maintenance)
12. Beauty / Toiletries / Health
13. Clothing / Fashion Accessories / Textile
14. Toys / Games / Children Products

The organisation has the right to regulate the entry’s category.

AWARDS

- The Film Grand Cristal 
- A Cristal for each product category 
- The Soundtrack Cristal

The Client Jury will be able to award the “Client Cristal”, if they wish to do so. It will be the « coup de coeur » 
of the clients for a commercial.

ENTRY DEADLINE: Friday 2 November 2007

All materials and payment must be received in the Festival offi ce no later than this date.
The entries will be broadcasted to the jury, and in the viewing boxes during the 7th edition of the Méribel Ad 
Festival (settled at the Cristal Lab; they will allow every delegate to watch the entries from the competitions, 
the Young Directors Forum, the show reels of the Producers), and during the Prize Giving. The fi lms must 
therefore be of optimum quality (sound and images).

Each fi lm must be either in English or with English subtitles

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FEES

- Each advertisement is considered to be a submission. Entries which make up a campaign will be submitted 
and payed for individually.

- Any entries received after Friday 2 November 2007 will pay a 10% supplement.

- Entries cannot be cancelled or removed from the Festival in any way after Friday 2 November.

- It is imperative to pay all the fees; otherwise your entries may be refused.

- For 10 cumulated entries in the following competitions (Film/Production/Outdoor/Daily Press/Magazine/Radio), 
2 nights are offered in a hotel (type A / single or double room) for the Festival in Méribel.

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RULES: FILM CRISTAL

Article 1: Introduction
Created in 2001, the Méribel Ad Festival (2484 entries in 2006) brings together the professionals of the advertising 
world. Since 2004, the Festival has opened up to Western Europe with an increasing number of participants. 
That’s why in 2006, the Central Europe Cristal Awards have been created with the objective to introduce a new 
and ambitious creative advertising award for the Central and Eastern Europe countries.
This Festival promotes creative advertising through a competition featuring TV and Cinema which have run in 
the past 12 months.

Article 2: Conditions for Entry
- To take part in the Competition, the advertising fi lms must have been:
 • created in Central and Eastern Europe
 • broadcasted on television or cinema
 • in English or with English subtitles.
 • created and broadcasted in Central and Eastern Europe for the fi rst time between 1 December 2006 
 and 30 November 2007
 • recorded on a Beta SP, Betanum, Beta SX, Beta Cam, DVCAM, DV 
 • Entries cannot be cancelled or removed from the Festival in any way after Friday 2 November.

- Any submission risks refusal if entered without previous agreement from the Client and/or the fi lm rights’ 
owner.
- Entry must be conceived for a television or cinema transmission.
- Entry must be implemented upon commercial contract. 
The Festival organization is authorized to ask the whole media plan to the participants
- For eligibility purposes, work must meet regulations or rules set in the original country.
- In favor of neutral judgment, the company name should not fi gure on any work.
- A separate registration form is necessary for each entry.
- The Festival management will only retain the information given on the registration form. Therefore, it is very 
crucial to fi ll out the form correctly. The given information will be published in all our communication tools: 
catalogues, prints, website, etc…
- A fi lm must be entered solely by one party (Agency, Client or Producer). All parties are meant to concur 
beforehand. In case of duplication, the organizers will be referring to the reception dates.
- A fi lm entered in a previous edition of the Festival cannot be entered once more.

Article 3: The competition
a) The Categories :
Each campaign can make a single entry in one of the following categories:
1. Food, Beverage
2. Automotive, Automotive Products, Cycle
3. Insurance, Banking, Financial Services
4. Services (other than fi  nancial)
5. NGOs, Charities, Aid Organisation
6. Public Awareness Messages
7. Transport
8. Tourism, Leisure, Sports
9. Retail Stores
10. Media
11. Home (home appliance, furnishing, house maintenance)
12.Beauty, toiletries, health
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13. Clothing, Fashion accessories, textile
14. Toys, Games, Children products
The organisation has the right to regulate the entry’s category.

b) The Special Award Category:
- Soundtrack

Article 4: Juries and Awards
A mixed jury will be judging the creations:
• The Creative Jury: composed of Agency Creative Directors, TV Producers, Film Directors, Producers...
• The Client Jury: composed of General Managers, Marketing Managers, Advertising Managers...
The jury will award the following “ Cristal ”:
• The Film “ Grand Cristal ”
This “Cristal” rewards the best commercial of the year, created and broadcasted in Central and Eastern Europe, 
and having accumulated the majority of votes from both juries.
It will compete to the Festival « Grand Cristal ».
NB: NGOs, Charities, Aid Organisation and Public Awareness Messages may not compete for the fi lm « Grand 
Cristal » .
• The Client “ Cristal ”
The client part of the jury will be able to award the “Client Cristal”, if they wish to do so. It will be the « coup de 
coeur » of the clients for a commercial.
• The “ Cristal ” by product categories
The juries will judge competing commercials according to their respective categories. The juries reserve the right 
not to grant any awards in some categories.
• The Soundtrack “ Cristal ”
This Cristal rewards the best soundtrack of an advertising fi lm, all categories considered.

Article 5: Selection
There will be no previous selection. The Jury will view all competing commercials without exemption.

Article 6: Material Requirement
The creations must be delivered before Friday 2 November 2007 (with the postmark stamp).
Any entries received after Friday 2 November will pay a 10% supplement.
The ads must be copied on Beta SP, Betanum, Beta SX, DVcam or DV, and sent to the following address with 
the fi lled-out registration form and the regulation sheet corresponding to the registration fees:

The material must be delivered at the candidate’s own expense along with the following mention: “With no 
market value – for commercial use only”.
The tapes’ quality must be thoroughly checked.

Article 7: Insurance
The Festival’s management is responsible for shipping the fi lms to the Festival location.
At the end of the Festival, the organizers will retain the material for archiving purposes.

Article 8 : Right
Commercial copies are the property of the Festival and the Festival reserves the exclusive right of screening 
them for the entire duration of the judging and awards ceremony. The Festival’s management will determine the 
order, dates and the total number of screenings for each of the registered commercials.
These decisions are not subject to change.

Article 10: Registration process
Each entry comprises only one commercial. The campaign entries must be submitted and charged individually.
The commercials will be offi cially considered for candidacy only when the Festival’s management receives a 
fi lled-out.
By signing the registration form, the signatory consents to abide by the specifi ed regulations and acquires 
potential rights.
The festival’s management reserves the right to modify regulations, should it be necessary.
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
