Created in 2001, the Méribel Ad Festival (2484 entries in 2006) brings together the professionals of the advertising
world. Since 2004, the Festival has opened up to Western Europe with an increasing number of participants.
That's why in 2006, the Central Europe Cristal Awards have been created with the objective to introduce a new
and ambitious creative advertising award for the Central and Eastern Europe countries.

According to current changes in the communication market, a competition to judge campaigns in their entirety,
without barriers of media or product, has become critical, which is why the « Integrated Cristal » has been
created.

Its aim is to reward the most creative integrated campaign.

The « Integrated Cristal » uses the same formula which has been the strength of the Central and Eastern
Europe competitions:

- a mixed Jury, made up of Agencies and Clients,
- an award: the « Integrated Cristal ».

THE COMPETITION

The best of creation in Central and Eastern Europe

Participants:

Central and Eastern European communication agencies and clients

The Territory:

The selection criterion is the country of diffusion. Agencies and clients can participate only if they have
created a campaign that is diffused in Central and Eastern Europe.

Period:

Creations created and diffused for the first time between the 1 of December 2006 and the 30 of November
2007

CATEGORIES

There are no product categories. All the campaigns will be judged together with no distinctions as to product,
service, sector, budget...

The idea will be the main criteria.

However, entered campaigns must use at least three different media (3 advertisements which use the same
media do not make an integrated campaign).

THE INTEGRATED AWARD

- The Grand « Integrated Cristal »
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THE JURY

One of the strength of the Central Europe Cristal Awards is a mixed jury: agencies and clients.

It will therefore be composed of:

- Communication agencies: agency managers, creative managers...
- Clients: general managers, marketing managers, advertising managers...

THE VOTING PROCESS

The campaigns will be judged according to two criteria:
- the creative idea
- the coherence between the creative implementation and the method of diffusion used

The total number of entries will make up the long list. After viewing and voting, the short list, made up of the
campaigns that received the best marks, will be presented to the jury. This will be followed by a common
deliberation of the whole jury (agencies and clients).

Jury members cannot express opinions or vote for their own campaigns (agency or client).

To impartiality ends, the final vote will be made by secret ballot.

ENTRY DEADLINE: Friday 2 November 2007

The final date for submission of material is Friday 2 November 2007.
All material must be received in the Festival office no later than this date.

Please complete a form for each entered creation. Only the information given on the Entry Form will be taken
into account. It is therefore critical that the form be correctly and completely filled in. This information will be
published in the catalogue, on our website...

The entries will be broadcasted to the jury, and in the viewing boxes (settled at the Cristal Lab, they will allow
every delegate to watch the entries from the competitions, the Young Directors Forum, the show reels of the
Producers) and during the prize giving evening. The films must therefore be of optimum quality (sound and
images).
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DELIVERY DETAILS

On a CD (1 CD per entry):

1) A Word document that must be written in English, and which follows the model below:

- Description of the campaign (situation, objective, strategy, creation) : 100 words maximum

- Description of the launch of the campaign and its implementation in each media: 100 words maximum
- Description of the results (quantitative and qualitative) of the campaign: 100 words maximum

The Word document must be completely anonymous. No logos or company names should be visible.

2) A video presentation of maximum 4 minutes in QuickTime format 720x576 codec DV Pal or Flash: SWF
(no .EXE files).

This presentation must explain the method used to implement your campaign. It must include the key visual
elements: videos, still pictures, or any other appropriate element which explains your campaign.

In order for your campaigns to be correctly understood by the jury, we advise you to supply an English
version, or an original version sub-titled in English. Please let us know when you enter whether the entry is
limited to projection only at the Festival (musical rights ...)

FEES
Administration fees: 170€ exc. VAT per company (payable once only)
Entry fees: 410€ ex VAT for each campaign entered

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RULES: INTEGRATED CRISTAL

Article 1: Introduction

Created in 2001, the Méribel Ad Festival (2484 entries in 2006) brings together the professionals of the advertising
world. Since 2004, the Festival has opened up to Western Europe with an increasing number of participants.
That’'s why in 2006, the Central Europe Cristal Awards have been created with the objective to introduce a new
and ambitious creative advertising award for the Central and Eastern Europe countries.

The aim of this Festival is to promote the European advertising creation through the organization of a competition
for integrated campaigns from the past twelve months.

Article 2: Conditions for Entry

1) The competitions are intended for Communication Agencies and Advertisers.

2) To participate in the competition, entries must be:

- created in Central and Eastern Europe,

- displayed in Central and Eastern Europe for the first time between 1 December 2006 and 30 November
2007.

Entries cannot be cancelled or withdrawn from the competition after 2 November 2007.

3) Entries cannot be made without the authorization of the client and/or the rights-holder for the item in
question.

4) All entries must have been designed to be implemented.

5) All entries must have been the result of a commercial contract.

6) To be eligible, all entries must respect the regulations or customs applicable in their country of origin.

7) A single item can only be entered by a single entrant. Entrants are expected to come to agreement before
entry. If one entry is found to have been entered by two different companies, the organizers will use the dates of
sending on which to base their acceptance.

8) For the sake of impartiality, no company names should appear on the entries.

9) A separate Entry Form is necessary for each entry.

Only the information entered on the Entry Form will be taken into account. It is therefore very important
that this form be correctly and completely filled in. This information will be published in the catalog, on
the website...

Article 3: The competition

There are no product categories. All the campaigns will be judged together with no distinctions as to product,
sector, service, budget...

The idea will be the main criteria.

However, campaigns that are entered must use at least 3 different media (3 advertisements implemented in
the same media do not count as an integrated campaign).

Article 4: Juries and Awards

The entered campaigns will be judged by a mixed jury from the EMEA region:

- The Creative Jury: made up of agency creation managers, general managers...

- The Client Jury: made up of Clients (general managers, marketing managers, advertising managers...

Judgment criteria:

- the creative idea,

- the coherence between the creative implementation and the means of diffusion used.

The complete list of entered campaigns will make up the long list. After viewing and voting, the short list will
be made up of the campaigns with the best marks, and will be presented to the jury. This will be followed by a
common deliberation by the complete jury (Agencies and Clients). v
The members of the Jury cannot express opinions or vote for a campaign entered by their own agency.
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To impartiality ends the final vote will be made by secret ballot.

The juries will award the following different « Cristals »:

*The Grand « Integrated Cristal »

This prize will reward the Central and Eastern European campaign of the year, the one which receives the
absolute majority of votes from the Creative Jury and the Clients’ Jury.

The Jury can decide unanimously not to award a Cristal.

The « Cristals » are awarded to the company which entered the winning campaign.

Article 5: Selection
There will be no pre-selection. All the creations entered in the competition will be viewed by the Jury.

Article 6: Sending entries

The copies of the creations must be sent before Friday 2 November 2007 (post mark will be proof).

FOR JUDGING

1) A Word document that must be written in English, and which follows the model below:

- Description of the launch of the campaign and its implementation through each media: 100 words max.

The quality of copies must be checked before sending.

Article 7: Insurance
The Festival will take charge of the transport of the copies from Paris to Meribel (return).
At the end of the Festival the copies will be kept by the organization for archival purposes.

Article 8: Legal Considerations

Copies of creations are given without charge to the Festival, for exclusive display, for the complete duration of
the event. The Festival management will decide the order, the dates and the number of projections for each
entered work.
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These choices cannot be contested.

By the act of participation in the Festival, Agencies and Clients agree to be bound by the rules and decisions of
the juries, and authorize the Central Europe Cristal Awards to present in public, for educational and promotional
purposes, reproductions and representations of any extract of the creations, of any document, photograph
extracted from a creation, or photograph of the producers, in the Festival catalogue, in the press, on TV or other
programs.

All entries may be integrated in a compilation by the Festival organizers.

Article 9: Entry fees

Each campaign is considered to be an entry (even if used to promote a single product), so each campaign is
subject to the payment of entry fees.

Administration Fees:

The Administration fee for each company (to be paid only once) is 170 € ex VAT or 203.32 € inc VAT (VAT at
19,6%).

Entry Fees:

The Entry fees for each entered campaign are 410 € ex VAT or 490.36 € inc VAT (VAT at 19.6%).

For 6 entries in this competition, 2 nights are offered in a hotel (type A/ single or double room) for the Festival
in Méribel.

Any entries received after Friday 2 November 2007 will be charged a supplement of 10%.

Article 10: Entry details

A creation will officially be considered as a candidate when the completed and signed entry form, together with
the appropriate fees (or a copy of the bank transfer confirmation) are received by the Festival organization
committee.

The signing of the entry form implies that the signatory and any eventual rights holders accept the present
rules.

The Festival reserves the right, if necessary and exceptionally, to make changes to these rules.
