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RULES: THE MARKETING SERVICES CRISTAL

Article 1: Introduction

world. Since 2004, the Festival has opened up to Western Europe with an increasing number of participants. 
That’s why in 2006, the Central Europe Cristal Awards have been created with the objective to introduce a new 
and ambitious creative advertising award for the Central and Eastern Europe countries.
The Marketing Services“Cristal” celebrates communication tools and campaigns whose object is to identify, 
anticipate and give lasting satisfaction to the needs of each client in a profi table manner through an individual 
relationship.
Within the framework of this competition, the domain of Marketing Services will serve to comfort its signifi cant 
position in the communication sector and achieve a higher standing amongst professionals.

Article 2: Conditions for Entry
1) Agencies and clients are invited to send original messages of their own conception which were produced and 
diffused between 1 December 2006 and 30 November 2007.
2) Entries cannot be cancelled or withdrawn from the competition after 2 November 2007.
3) Entries cannot be made without the authorization of the client and/or the rights-holder for the item in 
question.
4) Any entry must be the result of a commercial contract except for Charity or General interest campaigns.
(The Festival can ask for the complete Media plan to any participant).
5) To be eligible, all entries must respect the regulations or customs applicable in their country of origin. 
6) An item can only be entered by a single entrant. Entrants are expected to come to agreement before entry. If 
one entry is found to have been entered by two different companies, the organizers will use the dates of sending 
on which to base their acceptance.
7) A campaign that was entered during a previous edition cannot be entered once again.
8) For the sake of impartiality, no company names should appear on the entries.
9) A separate Entry Form is necessary for each entry.
10) Only the information entered on the Entry Form will be taken into account. It is therefore very 
important that this form be correctly and completely fi lled in. This information will be published in the 
catalogue, on the website …

The jury reserves the right to change the entry category of an entry if it sees fi t.

Article 5: Material

Some 
categories may receive no award if so decided by the jury.

- The Marketing services “Grand Cristal” 
The “Grand Cristal” crowns the communication tool or the best integrated Marketing services campaign which is 
considered the best amongst all the winners.
NB: The Charity and General Interest campaigns cannot compete for the Marketing services “Grand Cristal”. 

Article 8: Sending entries
All entries to compete in the Festival must arrive no later than 2 November 2007 together with the required Entry
